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Copper Canyon Tour Itinerary

Day 1: Travel to El Fuerte (flights from either Puerto Vallarta or Guadalajara to Culiacan and bus
from Culiacan to El Fuerte). Arrival to hotel in El Fuerte, followed by a walking tour around the town
centre and free time for dinner (not included).

Hotel: Posada del Hidalgo (Beautiful colonial mansion converted into 5 star Resort & Spa).

Day 2: Breakfast (included) followed by train from El Fuerte to Bahuichivo on the Chepe first class
service and transfer from Bahuichivo to Cerocahui; followed by lunch (included) and tour to the
‘Cerro del Gallego’ (a fantastic viewpoint for admiring the Urique Canyon). Dinner included on return
to Cerocahui.

Hotel: Hotel Mision (Beautiful hotel with landscaped gardens, orchards and charming courtyard).

Day 3: Breakfast (included) in hotel, followed by guided walk through the town of Cerocahui,
including visit to a boarding school for Tarahumara girls.

Train from Bahuichivo to Divisadero (Chepe first class service), arrival to hotel, followed by lunch
(included) and afternoon guided walk to Tarahumara caves and viewpoints of the Copper Canyon.
Dinner included.

Hotel: Divisadero Barrancas (Beautiful hotel on the edge of the Copper Canyon with exceptional
views).

Day 4: Breakfast, followed by guided walk to the famous ‘Piedra Volada’ (flying stone) and more
spectacular Copper Canyon viewpoints.

Transfer by bus from Divisadero to Creel, check-in, then free time for lunch in Creel (not included),
followed by bus tour of areas surrounding Creel, including Valley of the mushrooms, Valley of the
Frogs, San Ignacio Mission and Lake Arareko. Dinner included on return to Creel.

Hotel: Best Western (Nice hotel and restaurant in the centre of Creel).

Day 5: Breakfast included, before departure by bus to Mennonite Camps (lunch included) and onto
Chihuahua. Dinner in hotel (not included).

Hotel: Hotel Palacio del Sol (large modern hotel located in city centre).

Day 6: Breakfast (included), followed by guided tour of Historic Centre of Chihuahua, before
departure for airport for flight (Chihuahua to Guadalajara/Puerto Vallarta), then bus to
Melaque/Puerto Vallarta.

Cost of trip: $14,400 pesos per person including 11 meals, travel costs, accommodation and guides.
Price does not include tips for hotel/restaurant staff or guides.
